numbers of historic and entry-level models
have also been issued. Except for eight 1:64th
and six 1:16th models, all have been produced
in 1:.32nd scale.

Between 1998 and 2006 two other
two-point linkage designs were used, both
originally developed by Ertl in the early 1990s.
The metal linkage on the John Deere 6120
and 6140 had the lever positioned on the
left-hand side. It had both a pick-up hitch
and Ertl-style drawbar and had been used
on several tractors in Ertl’s range during
the 1990s. The other linkage, tted only
to the David Brown 990, was plastic with
aright-hand positioned lever working on
linkage.

For the Big Farm 1:16th models released
in 2008, a small frame carried a pick-up hitch,
Ertl-style drawbar and links. The frame tted
into a slide on the tractor rear, allowing the
hitch height to be adjusted. The hitch was also
compatible with the Bruder range.

Introduced in 2002, Britains marketed
the Little Farmer range in a special box. Some
boxes were tted with clear plastic windows,
while others were not.

All models produced before 1998 were
presented in their box on a moulded plastic
insert. This did not hold the model secure
during shipping, and so an extra clear plastic
cover was added when the Authentic Farm
Model box was introduced. However, both
inserts were dropped in 2002 and following
models were secured on a cardboard insert
with plastic-coated metal wire.

Alongside the packaging produced
for the main model range, several boxes
for speci ¢ events or organizations were
produced. For example, the Vintage Farm
series used special packaging based on the
original 1930s Home Farm box, while the
annual National Farm Toy Show models had
a packaging comprising an outer plain box,
internal illustrated box, plastic support for the
model and Certi cate of Authenticity.

Various coding was used for the 1:32nd
models. In Europe in 1998 or 1999, the 9400
and 9500 series numbers, introduced in 1962,
were given the pre x zero, becoming 09400
and 09500 series. Although the numbers were
used in the catalogue, much of the packaging
kept the original four-digit coding. It was still
used in 2008, but on older models only.
